Hotline Funding

M. Swisher presented that ADAMH is currently funding the local crisis hotline through
SPVMHC within their contract. PVADMH Staff has been in touch with DBH 988 staff for
suggestions of how local lines have been phased out in the past, as 988 is a nationwide effort. M.,
Swisher presents that the funding would not be cut until CY28 but would require several phases,
as well as collaboration with SPVMHC and others to spread awareness.

W. Greer MOVED to direct the Executive Director to notify Scioto Paint Valley of plans to
end the hotline funding for CY28, and to request collaboration in formulating a plan.
J. Ray SECONDED. Motion approved unanimously.

M. Swisher presents that SPVMHC has also requested the stall of advance take backs through the
month of June, Board discusses concerns around stalling payback and the ability to repay within
the calendar year.

L. Woods MOVED to approve withholding SPVMHC takebacks for the month of June.
K. Peters SECONDED. Motion approved unanimously.
